Latest Update - Parish Neighbourhood Plan

The steering group has this month appointed a consultant to help
with the preparation of three important sections of the
Neighbourhood Plan that require a professional input. The
consultant chosen is from this region and has a wide experience of
Neighbourhood planning. This will help us to complete our N. Plan
and submit it for examination before the end of this year. The full
cost of employing a consultant will be met by a government grant
that we are now in the process of applying for and are confident we
will receive.

Every effort is being made to find a use for the school premises. If
no suitable activity is forthcoming the Diocese of York and North
Yorkshire County Council may be forced to consider the use of the
combined sites for future housing. At the same time, we are still
discussing with parish landowners the possibility of finding a parcel
of land that could be released at an early date, to accommodate
the housing scheme that has been drawn up from the results of the
many housing surveys conducted within the parish.

Interested in having a home visit from North Yorkshire
Fire and Rescue Services?

Your Parish Council would like to make residents aware that North
Yorkshire Fire and Rescue Services offer a home visit to assess fire
safety in residents’ homes, completely free of charge.

If there is sufficient interest, the Fire Service would be invited to
bring a fire tender one Saturday and park it in the school layby
where your children or grandchildren could take a closer look.
Residents may be interested to see the computer data logger which
is used on site when the tender is called to a fire.

A home visit involves fire service staff coming to your house to give
you advice on fire safety in the home, actions you can take to reduce
the risk of fire and to discuss escape routes should a fire occur.

As part of the visit the fire service staff may identify that you need
smoke alarms fitting in your home if you don't already have them, or
advise that existing faulty alarms need replacing.

We need to gauge the level of interest in order to justify the Fire
Services coming out to our village. If you might be interested in the

“Atlantic Adversity” Janet Roy

On Saturday 14th April Duncan Roy, aka "Rowing Roy,” gave a talk
in Ingleby Cross Village Hall to a sold-out audience on his Double
Guinness World Record TransAtlantic Row from Portugal to French
Guiana. Duncan gave a gripping account of his five man team of
rowers who faced many challenges during the crossing of the Atlantic
Ocean, battling adverse weather conditions and technical issues.

Duncan expressed his thanks to the local village community that had
supported him throughout the years and helped to mould him into
who he is today. Duncan said "The evening was quite overwhelming
for me, the narrative of the presentation is one that is very personal
and one that a lot of people in the audience have directly had an
impact upon. Sharing this with close friends and family was really
quite emotional in a very rewarding sense.”

Later this year, in December 2018, Row4Victory will set off on the
Talisker Whisky Atlantic Challenge Race when Duncan and three
close friends: Will Quarmby (Skipper), Glyn Sadler and Fraser
Mowlem will row across the Atlantic Ocean, from The Canary Islands
to Antigua, in support of two charities The Royal British Legion and
Soldier On!

Neighbourhood Watch Advice

Charity collectors:

People with collecting tins can usually operate within a NCCZ - No
Cold Calling Zone: they are often local people collecting as part of a
national campaign week such as Christian Aid. However, people who
represent charities such as the British Red Cross and want to get
residents to sign up to Direct Debits are uninvited callers who are
trying to get money from residents and should not be doing so in a
NCCZ. Let Trading Standards know the details of the charity and
they will write to them requesting that the NCCZ is removed from
their calling area.

There is a NCCZ street sign on every entrance road to each village,
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and many properties display "No Doorstep Callers” window or door
stickers.

If somebody cold calls at your

house, the advice from Trading Standards and the Police is to be
polite and state that you do not do business on the doorstep. If they
persist, politely ask them to leave and close your door.

Please report the incident to Trading Standards or the Police as soon
as possible.

Note that the telephone number on the back of the window and door
stickers has changed from 08454040506 to 03454040506. This
takes you to the Citizens Advice Consumer Helpline, who will record
the details and pass them to North Yorkshire Trading Standards.
However, the number is only manned during normal working hours
and is often busy so you may have to wait for your call to be
answered.

Instead, the Police suggest that you contact them on 101. This takes
you to the Police Control Room which is manned 24 hours a day. The
other advantage of telephoning the Police is that they are more likely
to be able to send somebody to investigate a report of doorstep
calling than Trading Standards, due to staff reductions at the latter.
The information that you give will still reach Trading Standards as
they check the Police logs each day for doorstep calling incidents.
